6 Check the condition and correct function of permanently installed mobile attachment 
devices.

9 Check the tag for the date of the last inspection and update. Y Y

10 Load (proof) test all the anchor points in accordance with AS1891.4 clause 3.1.2(g).

11 Record the results in the logbook and submit a customer service report to the FMSP. Y Y
