4 Check that arm has not been overloaded by looking for bending, cracking in the wall Y
box and spigot. (design limit is 50kg)

5 Where the wall box is fixed to the wall with the assistance of a backing board check Y
condition and movement in the board & its fixings when loading the arm.

6 Check wall box cover screws are securely in place. Y

7 Undertake electrical safety test under E44. Y

8 Inform the nominated person if arm is damaged, overloaded or if fixings are loose. Y

9 Record results in log book. Y
